M: God invites us to come into his presence and worship him with humble 
and penitent hearts. Therefore, let us acknowledge our sinfulness and 
ask him to forgive us. 

 

C: Holy and merciful Father, I confess that I am by nature sinful, and 
that I have disobeyed you in my thoughts, words, and actions. I have 
done what is evil and failed to do what is good. For this I deserve 
your punishment both now and in eternity. But I am truly sorry for 
my sins, and trusting in my Savior Jesus Christ, I pray: Lord, have 
mercy on me, a sinner. 

 

M: God, our heavenly Father, has been merciful to us and has given his 
only Son to be the atoning sacrifice for our sins. Therefore, as a called 
servant of Christ and by his authority, I forgive you all your sins in the 
name of the Father and of the Son (+) and of the Holy Spirit.

9He came to a cave and spent the night there.  Then the word of the 
LORD suddenly came to him saying, “Why are you here, Elijah?”  
10He said, “I have been very zealous for the LORD, the God of 
Armies, but the people of Israel have abandoned your covenant. 
They have torn down your altars and killed your prophets with the 
sword. I alone am left, and they are seeking to take my life.”  11Then 
the LORD said, “Go out and stand on the mountain in the presence 
of the LORD, for the LORD is passing by.” Then a great and powerful 
wind tore the mountains and shattered rocks before the LORD, but 
the LORD was not in the wind.  After the wind came an earthquake, 
but the LORD was not in the earthquake.  12After the earthquake there 
was a fire, but the LORD was not in the fire.  After the fire there was 
a soft, whispering voice.  13When Elijah heard it, he wrapped his face 
in his cloak, and he went out and stood at the entrance to the cave.

15Then the LORD said 
to him, “Go back the way you came and go to the Wilderness of 
Damascus. When you get there, you are to anoint Hazael as king 
over Aram. 16You will also anoint Jehu son of Nimshi as king over 
Israel and Elisha son of Shaphat from Abel Meholah as prophet in

your place. 17Whoever escapes the sword of Hazael, Jehu will kill, 
and whoever escapes the sword of Jehu, Elisha will kill. 18But I have 
preserved in Israel seven thousand whose knees have not bent to 
Baal and whose lips have not kissed him.”

24By then 

the boat was quite a distance from shore, being pounded by the 

waves because the wind was against it.

26When the 

disciples saw him walking on the sea, they were terrified and cried 

out in fear, “It’s a ghost!” 27But Jesus spoke to them at once, saying,
